Oil mosaic, as | call it, is a real new challenge for artists.
No one could have guessed that if we could paint any fresco or stained glass on canvas with oil, |
really found that unique key in painting, which gives us depth and background, so that the work is an
imitation of stained glass, stone, marble and much more.
I think that this question does not remain unanswered, because as soon as you see the mosaics,
stained glass windows, paving on a large scale and, of course, the unique creations of Antoni Gaud in
the Art Nouveau style, such works amaze and attract them with the background, color scheme, etc. D.
Interesting monumental design, To Moika is a very interesting art in which special works can be
achieved.
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I tried to transfer what was so attractive to the canvas and ended up with a unique painting, which 1
called an oil mosaic.

A) The first stage is to create a background on a well-stretched canvas: choose a color that we will
use as the depth of the work. The wallpaper is mostly dark (black or blue)

B) The second stage is a very interesting part, but in the second stage the artist will have to wait a
while before moving, because the resulting wallpaper must be dried in order to start polishing so that
our geometric shapes that we have created with the oil palette. do not change color, do not forget that
the oil is the most transparent. The paint that is needed to create an oil painting when sculpting.

The second stage is a very aesthetic painstaking work, we select colors and carry out finishing work,
keeping the canvas with miniature geometric shapes at a short distance.

Geometric figures are in the form of cubes or triangles, the artist chooses the forms according to his
taste and imagination. The distance between the cubes must be respected because the wallpaper is
visible (distance 1 cm). The wallpaper itself increases the depth and makes the drawing more
interesting.

When paving, we change the color palette to give the work a monumental look.

C) The third stage is an interesting final finishing of the circle, the origin of the contours in the work.
What is a circle?

Finally, after which the miniature cubes are decorated, joined and joined together, forming an
interesting reception room, thanks to which the work is accompanied by glass mosaics.

Often a gold or silver flower is used for this imitation.

Interesting how figures created with miniature oil paint simulate glass, and also slightly reduced the
distance between the background and the figure.
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
